Robert Louis Stevenson

Robert Louis Stevenson, a Scottish author of adventure and
travel books, poems, and essays, was born in Edinburgh, Scotland
in 1850. The son of a successful engineer, he studied law but
never practiced it.

Frequent illness led Stevenson to travel to climates which
were better for his health. During a stay in France, he met and
later married Fanny Osborne. She was 10 years older than he
and had two children of her own. Treasure Island, Stevenson’s
first and most famous novel, was begun as a story to amuse his
young stepson.

He and his family spent the next decade traveling from one
health resort to another hoping that Stevenson’s condition would
get better. During this time period, he wrote many of his best
known works: The Strange Case of Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde, A
Child’s Garden of Verses, and Kidnapped.

After his health improved, he and his family settled on the
island of Samoa. He spent the last five years of his life there as a
plantation owner and crusader against the harsh treatment of the
island’s native peoples. He also wrote several fine essays and
collaborated with his stepson on three novels.

Stevenson left two novels unfinished at his death in 1894.
